21 Financial. “Statement of Financial Position” dated 10/3/23 showing a total bank account in the
amount of $59,058 and a “Statement of Activity” for 2023 showing a total income of $50,840 and a total outgo of
$64,991 which equals a net operating revenue for the current year of ($14,151). Our account dipped
approximately $20K, due to target payment in September. We accidentally overpaid for the September shipment
of targets by approximately $4,000. Brock said that we received the $4K refund check from our supplier and it is
not yet included in the statement numbers noted above.

We still do not have the
volunteers required. We may have to leave the table unmanned and just leave a stack of fliers. Millers Guns &
Ammo (Jason Browning) offered us a table at no charge. Jimmy will have a 6’ banner made up with our logo. He
was given a $297 check during the meeting to pay for the banner. We will need 8.5x11 information handouts
along with our business card to hand out at the show. We will see if Joe Pfeiffer can help get those
designed/printed.

8.3 MVSS needs a riding lawn mower. Not to exceed $5K. To be discussed in the board meeting
following this meeting.
